To buy Family Fireworks you must be 18 years old. firework.

No smoking or drinking around Fireworks.

Do not transport Fireworks in the passenger compartment of a vehicle, use the trunk.

You can store a maximum of 10 kg gross weight of Fireworks in your house.

Wear non-flammable clothing such as cotton when igniting Fireworks. Don’t use synthetic fibers (nylon, polyester)

Never put any part of your body or head over the Fireworks when you are igniting them.

Keep Fireworks in a closed container or box.

Always use Fireworks outdoors.
